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CHAPTER2:: MAJORIN FRENCH
1. RATIONALE

2.3. Givestudents ascientific insight into the structure, and use of language in general
and the French language in particular, as well as to acquaint them with both the
Historical and current developments in literature and language.

2.4. Acquaint students with the history, politics and culture of the Francophone world
with particular reference to Francophone Africa. '

2.5.  Help students understand the linguistic, ethnological and cultural issues affecting the
African people froma Christian perspective.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

In addition to the general requirements by the university listed in Chapter 1, section 4, a
student pursuing the French Major degree mustalso have:

* A minimum grade of C+ inFrench in KCSE, or
 Credit 6 under the "O. level system, or

» 60% with systems that use percentages, or

» A principal pass at ‘A" level in French.

STUDENT ASSESSMENT

4.1.  For conceptual courses, 70% will come from the final examinations and 30% from
continuous assessment.

4.2.  Marks for the Research Project in French (PRE 597) will be 30% from the research
proposal and 70% from the final research project.
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
